Expectations.

TROPICAL CULTURE: We are located near La Ceiba,
Honduras. Whether you are up in our mountain Urraco
Campus or near the ocean at our Roma Campus, you will see
that we live in a beautiful place. But even more lovely than
the views here are the Honduran people. This is a warm and
welcoming culture, and we work with wonderful people.

po But please be aware that this wonderful place where we live
is in the troplcs that it's a developlng country, and that this is a different culture. You will be
hot, sweaty, and dirty. You will see poverty and experience a more rustic life. Things will work
on a less time-conscious schedule here and plans will change. Please pack yourself a joyful and
flexible attitude as you come work with us, because your attitude will make or break the trip for
you.

TECHNOLOGY: While we know that it’s no longer realistic to say
“leave your phones at home,” we wish we could. Why? Trust us,
we’re not anti-technology. To truly engage here though, and get the
most out of your week, you need to unplug! This isn’t the time for
social media, work emails, or movies. We dare you to pretend your
phone is just a camera while you’re here. You'll be amazed at how
much more you will get out of your trip!

RELATIONSHIPS: We ask that during your visit that you respect the
Honduran culture and us a ministry as we work with kids who have
experienced trauma. Please respect our boundaries and be aware !
that this culture is much more conservative with male to female physical affectlon

Imagine with us for a minute if every stranger who visited your home wanted to shower your
kids with affection — talk about awkward! Yet when people visit an “orphanage” they whip out
their cameras for a big photo shoot and pass around hugs to everyone. At GiveHope2Kids we
want our kids to experience growing up in a true family. Many of them suffer from attachment
disorder due to the rough circumstances of their pasts. We are trying to help them heal and
bond with their house-parents. Please respect this healing process and interact with them like
any other kid you’re just getting to know.

For the general safety of our kids and young adults, we ask that you are never alone with a
someone from the ministry. We also ask that our visitors keep “romance” out of the picture for
the week (unless you're bringing your spouse along). Your visit here isn’t for flirting or starting
a relationship with one of our young adults.

Also, if someone wants to leave behind something as a gift, it must go through the ministry
leaders first. Please bring it to us and let us know if you’d like it to go to a specific person.
Please do not give out anything without first asking.



EXPECT GREAT THINGS: Come expecting for this trip to be a wonderful, life-changing event that
gives you a wider view of the world and your place in it. Expect to encounter God in a new way.

Packing.

Due to luggage fees from airlines, it is best to pack light. Standard suitcases can only weigh up
to 50 Ibs and equal 62” in size (measure and add together the height, length, and width). For
carry-on items you are usually allowed one item that measures 45” and a “personal item” of up
to 36”. These requirements are standard for most airlines now, though you should check
specifically with your airline.

We recommend bringing one change of clothes in your carry-on in case your luggage is delayed.
Please remember to have your name and address inside and outside your luggage.

The temperature is usually in the high 80s during the day, going into the 70s at night. If you
come between September and March you may want a long sleeve shirt or sweatshirt, as the
temperature can drop into the 60s at night. Bring things that can get dirty and leave valuables
home.

Modesty Code:

Keep your torso and to the knees well covered:
Shorts and skirts should be near the top of the knee.
No low-cut shirts or skinny tank-top straps.

Beach clothes must be modest too!

What Clothes to Pack:
Pack mostly work clothes (including some long pants) that can get dirty.

Bring two nicer outfits — skirts/capris and tops for females, nice jeans/khakis and polos for guys.
Have a few outfits for in-between time, as well as clothes for the beach.
